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Sharon Florin paints the many 
varied faces of her city’s  

neighborhoods; she has painted 
New York scenes for over 40 years. 
Sharon characterizes herself as ‘an 
oil painter of the urban landscape’.  
She is that and so much more. 
The built landscape in any human 
settlement constantly evolves. In 
a city the pace of change is often 
swift; entire streets can change 

character within a decade. Sharon 
has recorded this change; she has 
chronicled New York in oils.
In some cases, her paintings 
become a historical record as the 
city endlessly changes around her.
She can also surprise a viewer, with  
the sight of a familiar building 
shown from a different angle 
or reflected in the windows of a 
neighboring structure. 

Sharon’s work calls our attention to 
the character and coloration of her 
subjects under differing conditions 
such as the season and time of day. 
As such, her work is very much like 
portraiture; her subject matter is as 
variegated and heterogeneous as 
any collection of human subjects.
For those unfamiliar with New 
York, Sharon’s paintings provide 
an intimate introduction to the 
complexity and diversity of the 
architecture, including, and indeed 
embracing, the iconic glass-
encrusted towers everyone thinks 
of when the subject is NYC.
